Through Mission Training Center/L.A.P. 287 men and 
women apprentices have enrolled in the courses in the 

last five years, and serve as lay assistants and leaders in 

their faith communities and vocations. Of those, 60 men 

are serving as licensed word and sacrament deacons 

(certified by the office of the district president) in the 

NOW district (http://www.nowlcms.org/) many men 

have gone on to ongoing academic training at a semi-

nary. 
Seven of these courses also serve as prerequisites for 

men entering the Specific Ministry Pastor (SMP) Program, 

the Lutheran Church — Missouri Synod’s alternate route 

toward ordination (http://www.csl.edu/admissions/
academics/altrt/specific-ministry-pastor-smp-pastor/) 
Three of these courses also serve as prerequisites for 

men and women entering the Ethnic Immigrant Institute 

of Theology (http://www.csl.edu/admissions/
academics/altrt/ethnic-immigrant-institute-of-theology/).
