6. PREREQUISITES: None

7. GOAL: Unit I is a study of God’s ultimate purpose in history and how he is
leading each participant to the present. Through a study of your life experiences,
coupled with Biblical insight, you will better recognize God’s activity and
purpose for your life. Your future purpose and calling will be consistent with
God’s leading in the past. This unit culminates with a written “Story of My Faith
Journey” which you will then use as a tool to better identify your unique purpose
in Unit II.

8. OBJECTIVES: The Journeyer will:

a. Reconnect with the joy and significance of the freedom of the gospel for the
world.

b. Study and analyze his or her life from birth to this point to begin to identify
the tracks of the Spirit.

c. Recognize that every Christian has a divine call to be God’s presence in the
world.

d. Celebrate the presence of God in the past and the present that so generously
equips His followers for their call to service and being God’s presence in
the future.

6. ONE-ON-ONE COACHING: One-on-one coaching with a trained life coach is
available upon request for $300. The one-on-one coaching involves this group course
plus a 45 coaching phone call each week for approximately three months. [If you want
to find out more, ask for a free coaching session—carolyn@cjschoenborn.com.]

7. PREREQUISITES: Unit One: “Tracking the Spirit in My Life.”

8. GOAL: In Unit II you will identify the unique personality, giftedness, talents,
passions, interests, settings, and opportunities that God has given you for your calling
of service. Part of this discovery process will involve prayer, meditation, and group
coaching to help you better understand your unique purpose within God's plan for your
life. The unit culminates with a dream or purpose statement that you feel God has
placed in your heart. This calling statement will then be the focus for Unit Three’s
strategizing and training.

9. OBJECTIVES: The Journeyer will:

a. Discover the spiritual gifts, passions, abilities, and opportunities that exist in the
life of the participant in the present.
Discover or appropriately discern God’s plan for each of our lives.

c. Identify and make peace with some of our own fears and needs that may be
keeping us from understanding or embracing God’s plan for our lives.

1. COURSE NAME: “LIFE JOURNEY: Being Sunday People in a Monday World”

2. UNIT TITLE: “LIFE JOURNEY: Making My Purpose a Reality”

3. DATE: Begins as needed in 2008. Write in the days and general times that work
for you on the enrollment form or email LAP. We will contact you to form a study
group.

4. TIME: Two hours each week for ten weeks

5. COST: $165 payable to Leadership Advancement Process either online or mailed
to 23 W Lost Lake Rd, Tonasket WA 98855. Financial aid available.

6. PREREQUISITES: Unit One: “Tracking the Spirit in My Life” and Unit Two:
“Identifying My Unique Opportunities.”

7. GOAL: This unit will utilize such tools and techniques as asset and relationship
mapping, ministry modeling, and other missional research and diagnostic
techniques along with personal and group consultation or coaching to help
participants develop ministry and service plans. The group will assist one another
in enabling the successful implementation of the ministry plan. Approximately



halfway through this unit, the journey will become much more self-paced and self-
led by the study group. In this asynchronous learning, the course facilitator will act
as a consultant and coach. This unit culminates with a strategy and support system
for being God’s presence in the world.

8. OBJECTIVES: The Journeyer will:

a. Through prayer, study, research and conversation more clearly articulate
and outline God’s call to action.

b. Through training and the assistance of others, put the call of God into
operation through the development of a personal ministry plan and assist
others in the group to do the same.
